Talking about cash-value policies and the highly regulated insurance industry, the author addresses differences in state laws and the passing of assets to heirs among other issues. Variables including interest credits, expenses, and mortality costs are introduced. Sidebars include examples of bad insurance practices. Basic issues are applied to celebrity estates, including that of Malcolm Forbes.

Chapter 5: Advanced Planning Strategies for More Retirement Income

Involving the how-to of insuring the life of a relative, converting useless policies into useful tools, and maximizing the effectiveness of a policy on yourself are just a few areas, all with clear and compelling real-world models, covered in this chapter. Lifetime income for heirs through the Reversionary Annuity, is just one example of topics covered in this highly informative chapter.

Chapter 6: Fixed Annuities – The Basics

This chapter goes into depth about guaranteed income and real-life equations showing how fixed annuities work. Fixed Accumulation Annuities and other tools are detailed, along with safety features of the fixed annuity itself and State Insurance Guaranty Associations. Such features are compared to bank CDs, treasuries, bond mutual funds, etc. 

Chapter 7: Annuities – Advanced Planning Strategies for More Income in Retirement

Lifetime Payout Annuities are explained and compared to other types of annuities, among a host of other critical knowledge for comparison-shopping for pre-and-post-retirees.

Chapter 8: IRAs and QPs (Qualified Plans) – Basic and Advanced Strategies

The history and detailed function of IRAs and Qualified Pension plans are explained, including Roth and traditional IRAs, also Roth IRAs used in planning for grandchildren, self-directed IRAs, conversion techniques, an IRA inheritance, and other issues, all of which are compared in easily understood charts.

Chapter 9: Home Ownership – Basic and Advanced Strategies

This chapter looks at the use of a home as an income source in retirement - tapping home equity as a source of income in the post-2008 real estate market – in an era when homes do not necessarily appreciate in value every year. Yet home ownership allows for asset protection and certain tax advantages, which are discussed in this chapter. 

Chapter 10: Something for Beneficiaries, Too

Uniquely detailed in this chapter are a variety of issues related to heirs and beneficiaries, including unconventional ways to pass assets using life insurance, annuities, IRAs and other instruments. Wills and trusts are discussed along with many other aspects of this often delayed/ignored/forgotten aspect of total retirement planning.
