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   Forget Losing $$ Via Traditional “Asset Allocation”

But they never lost peace of mind because much of their principal was safe and they had a guaranteed stream of income for life. For that reason, and here’s the real irony, people in this situation had no reason to panic during the 2008 crash. They could keep certain decimated securities in play, watch them recover in 2009, and even use some of their rock-solid cornerstone income to participate in the market surge of that year of initial recovery.

Due to the basic physics of Duff’s cornerstone planning strategy, a growing chorus of analysts now agree that if a majority of investors had followed Duff’s schematic, far fewer would have been forced to market sidelines – a mass-phenomenon that helped push the global economy to the brink of total collapse.
